ENTRY PROCEDURE

Open to Turnverein members and the general
community. All 2 dimensional art is welcome. Label
all images with name, title of piece, dimensions and
display requirements. Indicate top and bottom. All
submissions should be in JPEG files (recommended
300 dpi no larger than 1024 x 768 pixels in size).
Crop images to exclude framing and background.
Images must represent the work exactly.

Minimum size accepted 8” x 10”. Art must be

a unique creation of the artist(s) listed on the
application and original work only. Transactions
of artwork offered for sale at the exhibit are the
responsibility of the artist. Artwork must be framed,
properly mounted, and ready to hang. Best option
is a 2“ bracket, centered, at the top of the piece.

Art will be viewed by members and guests of the
Turnverein through May 15. There are over 1500
members.

ENTRY FEE

$10 per piece. Checks should be payable to The
Denver Turnverein. Fee is non-refundable. Fees will
be used to help raise funds for future art projects.
